 The building opened in 1898 as the social center for parishioners at 

Cathedral Parish and was converted into Cathedral Grade School one year later. 

In 1905, the Brothers of Mary began teaching at the facility. From 1922 to 1964, 
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the building served as Cathedral High School. It was renamed as Althoff Catholic 

High School, 

 After that, the building was leased to Belleville Area College, then became 

part of the Diocesan Office Complex. Most recently it has housed various 

departments of St. Elizabeth’s Hospital.
