Sleep disorders affect millions of Americans, but too often they go unrecognized by both patients and physicians. As many as one third of all adults experience insomnia, and two to four percent of middle-aged adults may have significant breathing disorders during sleep. Other less common sleep disorders include narcolepsy, nocturnal movement disorders, and sleep-walking or other unusual behaviors.


A number of different symptoms may suggest a sleep disorder, including:

Untreated sleep disorders can have significant medical and social consequences. Excessive sleepiness may impair work efficiency, affect mood and increase the risk of injury on the job or while driving. Sleep-related breathing disorders are associated with high blood pressure, heart disease and stroke.

The three physicians - Dr. Ventrapragada Mohan, Dr. Barbara Sudholt, and Dr. Syed A. Rizvi, of Southern Illinois Pulmonary Consultants are board certified in Pulmonary Medicine, Critical Care Medicine, and Sleep Medicine. They are available to receive outpatient referrals for pulmonary and sleep evaluations during specialty clinic hours at the Monroe County facility.
